FUNCTIONAL AREA identifies the major activities accomplished by the initiative.  The categories are Configuration Management (CM), Damage Control, Financial, Food Service, Hazardous Material (HAZMAT), Maintenance, Medical, Ordnance, Personnel, Safety, Security, Ship Service, Supply, or Transportation.  Use the term Multi-functional when the initiative involves more than one major category and list the areas.

FUNCTIONS describe the various processes or actions being implemented/demonstrated within a functional category.

% Complete: Amount complete (increments of 5) against the statement of work (SOW), project plane, phase, etc.

STATUS is described as:

Complete:
